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1. Plug the compressor into a power outlet. Press the On/O� switch to turn it on.

2. To adjust the air pressure, turn the Pressure Control Knob clockwise (“+”) to increase pressure or counter-clockwise (“–”) to decrease pressure.

NOTE: Adjust the pressure only when the compressor is on, the airbrush is connected, and the trigger is pressed.

3. The Pressure Gauge shows real-time delivery pressure.

4. Place the airbrush on the Airbrush Hanger when not in use.

5. Do not touch exposed metal parts during or immediately after use — the unit may remain hot for several minutes after operation.

6. Run the unit continuously for no more than 30 minutes. After 30 minutes, switch o� and let the unit cool for 10–15 minutes before restarting.

7. The built-in thermal switch will automatically stop the compressor if it overheats. If this occurs, turn the unit o� using the On/O� Switch. Let it cool for 10–15 

minutes before restarting.

8. At the end of each session, turn o� the compressor, unplug it, and release any remaining pressure by pressing the airbrush trigger.

OPERATION

SET UP

1. Place the Airbrush Hanger into the Airbrush Hanger Base.

2. Connect the Braided Air Hose between the Air Outlet and the airbrush.

NOTE: The standard hose �tting is 1/8" PS.

・ If your airbrush has a different fitting size, you will need a compatible adaptor.
・ Please consult your original seller for the correct adaptor.
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Issue Possible Cause Solution

Motor does not run

Low pressure

Motor stops during operation

・ Make sure it is plugged in and switched on.No power

Air leak

Overheat - activation of Thermal Safety Switch

・ Apply soap-and-water solution to all connections. Bubbles 
indicate a leak → tighten connections. 
・ Inspect hose(s) for damage, replace if needed.

・ Turn o� the compressor and allow to cool for 10~15 minutes 
before turning back on.

TROUBLESHOOTING

operating conditions, and a description of the problem.
